This is what we are doing –

· The children have used gold and red collage to decorate red plates and paper.  Gold and red are colours that symbolise good luck and prosperity. 

· The children are painting dragons.  This is an amazing observational art activity that has taken over the art area.  We are planning to display them on the screen in the hall & at our art exhibition.

· The house area is decorated with lots of red and gold decorations and resources such as chop sticks, a wok and clothes from China for the children to dress up in.  Please feel free to come and have a look.

· We have red water in the water tray and we will be adding glitter to it.  

· We have made red dough and added gold/red glitter to it.  We will also be making curry dough and adding sultanas to it!

· We will highlight to the children what Chinese writing looks like and let them try doing some themselves.

· We will be enjoying a Chinese banquet on Monday with rice, sweet and sour chicken, noodles and prawn crackers, followed by mandarin oranges.  The children will also be getting a fortune cookie home with them.

· We will be releasing some ‘Wish lanterns’ outside.

· Listening to stories linked to China – ‘Chopsticks’ and ‘Dragon Mountain’; hearing and joining in with songs and rhymes about Chinese New Year.  We will also be listening to some Chinese music.

· Extending vocabulary linked to this topic e.g. fortune cookies, celebration, chopsticks etc.

· We have a dragon costume in school and all the children will have the opportunity to try it on and be part of a Chinese New Year parade.
